 Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health (JHSPH) 20+ years smoke-free policy upgraded
to Tobacco-free Initiative (TFIl) in 2014

* The JHSPH TFI, which followed best practice guidelines of the American Nonsmokers’ Rights
Foundation, prohibits the use of all tobacco products, including e-cigarettes, on all school-owned or

leased properties and iIn campus-owned, leased or rented vehicles and all JHSPH outdoor grounds
* Tobacco use discouraged on all city sidewalks adjacent to JHSPH buildings
