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• The human right to tobacco control emerges from the 
right to life and the right to health, as outlined in 
international human rights treaties; and 

• Because tobacco use is the largest cause of
preventable death in the world, its control is essential
for the realization of these rights 
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Methods

- Pilot test 

- Review findings

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Rights related to working conditions 
- Seven articles were identified within five treaties 
- Most came under ‘P’ 

The rights to access healthcare services 

- Seven articles were identified within six treaties 
- Most came under ‘O’ 

The rights to access health information 

- Seven articles were identified within five treaties 
- Most came under ‘W’ 
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Conclusions 
- Demonstrate a concrete, practical connection between

tobacco control goals and human rights at the global
level 

- Arguments can be made using human right treaty
language for… 

1. The implementation or strengthening of smoke-
free policies; 

2. The implementation or strengthening of effective 
communication strategies; and 

3. The inclusion or ramping up of cessation services 

- Treaties as tools for advocating for special populations
